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This Psalm shows and tells how God knows a lot about us. He 
knows EVERYTHING! FROM EVERY MOMENT, EVERY THOUGHT, 
EVERY EMOTION, BASICALLY EVERYTHING! He knows us more than 
ourselves or even our old self does. It also mentions how crazy He is for 
us. (v.17-18) I see this verse can be used as an illustration to Car 
Manufacturers.
